SUNDAY REFLECTION

Fourth Sunday of Easter—Good Shepherd Sunday

The Gospel for the Fourth
Sunday of Easter comes from John in

Good Shepherd. This gives today its
common designation, Good Shepherd
Sunday. Today is the World Day of
Prayer for Vocations established in
1964.

In the First Reading Paul and Barnabas’
pastoral and missionary visit to Antioch was an
occasion for the encouragement of the faith of the
Jewish converts and an opening up of the life of faith
to the Gentiles. In some sense, every effort of
evangelization contains both an opportunity to
encourage the faith life of those who already believe
and to welcome new members into the community.

The Responsorial proclaiming Psalm 100
extols the Lord for gathering a people to himself. As a
response to the reading from Acts, the Church
acclaims her inclusion of all who believe.

In the Second Reading John’s vision of the
heavenly community of salvation underscores the
universal, liturgical and ministerial dimensions of the
Church on earth. John’s vision reminds us that the
Church on earth welcomes all who believe, worships
the Lord in spirit and truth and serves the Lord, not as
isolated individuals, but as a reconciled community of
faith.

In the Gospel Jesus links the guarantee of
salvation of his sheep to his unity with the Father. As
his sheep listen to his voice and follow him, any
attempt to wrestle the sheep away from him will be
thwarted by the power of God. To hear the voice of
Jesus is to dwell in communion with the living God.
God’s gift of salvation embraces us within his beloved
Son’s sheepfold, the Church.

Continuing the weekend of May 8 and May 9, our
2nd grade parishioners will be receiving the Sacrament of
Holy Eucharist this Easter Season. Please keep our 2nd
grade parishioners in your prayers as they prepare to
receive this outward sign of God’s gift of grace.
