FOURTEENTH SUNDAY IN ORDINARY TIME—JULY 6, 2025 

Scripture Reflection for Sunday 
 In Luke 10:1-9, Jesus sends 
out seventy-two disciples two by 
two to prepare the way for His 
coming. The Church Fathers teach 
us that this mission reflects God's 
plan for evangelization, which in-
volves reaching all nations beyond 
Israel, as represented by the seventy-two, and that 
this is a mission that all the baptized share in.  
 Yet, recent Pew Research shows that only 13% 
of U.S. Catholics practice what was once considered the 
minimum requirements to be considered a practicing 
Catholic—daily prayer, Mass on Holy Days 
(including Sundays), and confession at least once a 
year—highlighting a crisis of faith and the urgent need 
for re-evangelization, especially within our own families.  
 We are called to be laborers in God's harvest, 
not only for the world but also for our loved ones. Let 
us pray for the courage to share the Gospel with those 
closest to us, rekindling the faith that sustains and trans-
forms. The harvest is great, and the Lord calls us to be 
faithful laborers.
